KNOW??? The history 

behind the murals on 

the walls of the JEES 

Libraryé.  All murals 

in the library were 

painted by Mrs. Maxine 

Willms of Coaldale. 

The very first mural to 

grace the walls was the 

òRain Forestó on the 

west wall. Done in 

March of 1994 for the 

school opening. The 

school provided the 

paint and Mrs. 

Willms did it òfree of 

chargeó. 

The 2nd was the 

òAlbertaó mural in the 

fire pit area. This one 

was  provided by the 

family of Dr.  Jim 

Phelps, in Novem-

ber  of 1994 in mem-

ory of the late school 

superintendent. The 

two pictures of òold 

rural school houses ò 

that are hanging be-

tween the windows by 
the magazines are also 

a gift from the Phelps 

family. 

The 3rd mural was the 

òSea Scapeó on the 

vaulted ceiling/

wall. This was provided 

to us by the Gr. 6 class 

of Mr. Bryan Rosenfeld, 

in 2002. They sold 

chips every Thurs. at 

noon for a whole year 

to cover the costs. 

The 4th and 5th  were 

the òSpaceó and 

òDinosauró murals on 

the ceiling and south 

wall. These were done 

within months of each 

other during the fall of 

2003. The funds were a 

gift from the school 

council of the old John 

Davidson school when 

they closed down and 

the children moved to 

attend JEES.
