Professional Development Day 
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Unlike most months, 
there are no international 
or national days to keep 
in mind.  Having said 
that, on the 11th, please 
take a minute to honour 
the soldiers who are no 
longer with us.  One of 
the skills that are critical 
to a childôs feeling of suc-
cess in sport is the ability 
to project an object with 
force and accuracy.  This 
can take the form of 
throwing, kicking and 
striking with an imple-
ment.  The throwing mo-
tion is one that can be 
taken for granted, but 
there are some keys to 
ensure that the throwing 
motion is both safe and 
effective.  When your 
child is throwing, encour-
age them to try and keep 
their elbow away from 
their sides.  This is best 
practiced in a game where 
distance and force are 
important, rather than 
accuracy.  As well, it is 
important for children at 
younger ages to practice 
stepping with the opposite 
foot.  Later, when the 

child is older, the step-
ping of the opposite foot 
will allow for hip and 
shoulder turns that signifi-
cantly improve the veloc-
ity of a throw.  Games 
that will help encourage 
the throwing technique 
such as ñNot In My Back-
yardò or ñWall Ballò allow 
children to focus on pro-
jecting the ball without a 
small target such as those 
found in most dodgeball 
games.  When the throw-
ing motion is mastered, 
children will naturally 
want to throw at specific 
objects.  Thatôs the time 
to introduce larger, non 
moving targets.  So the 
next time your child 
wants to play catch, back 
it up and let them rip it.  
Just make sure that they 
are throwing with a high 
elbow and with an oppo-
site step.       

          

Not In My Backyard 

Split your group into two 
teams. Using cones or 
other markers, split the 
playing area into two 

sides.  Each team then has 
a backyard.  Spread a large 
number of balls, scarves, 
Frisbees or even paper 
balls across the space.  
Each object represents a 
piece of garbage that they 
would like to throw out of 
their backyard and into 
their neighbourôs.  It is a 
good idea to explain that 
this is just a game and 
that throwing your gar-
bage into the neighbourôs 
yard is not something that 
should be done and why.  
Play for a set period of 
time such as 2 minutes.  
At the end of 2 minutes, 
the children collect all the 
garbage that is in their 
yard and count it.  With 
younger children you can 
just have them work on 
counting.  With older 
children you can add 
other math strands such 
as comparing the amount 
of garbage in each yard, 
how many more or less 
and doing mental math to 
add up the amount of 
garbage over 3 rounds.  Be 
creative and have fun!
