CHILDREN WHO WON’T GO TO 

SCHOOL 

What To Do When Your Child Re-

fuses to Go to School 

Children with school refusal are 

scared to go to school. They may be 

so scared that they won’t leave the 

house. School refusal is most com-

mon in 5-and 6- year olds and in 10- 

and 11 year-olds, but it can start at 

any age. School refusal due to fear 

is different than truancy or skip-

ping class. 

The problem might start after a 

child has been home for a while, 

such as after a holiday, summer va-

cation, or brief illness. It also might 

happen after a stressful event, 

such as moving to a new house or 

the death of a pet or relative. Chil-

dren who won’t go to school often 

say they feel sick. They might wake 

up and say they have a headache, 

stomachache, or sore throat. If 

they stay home from school, the 

―illness‖ might go away, but it comes 

back the next morning before 

school. Some children may have cry-

ing spells or temper tantrums. They 

may be worrying about the safety 

of their parents or themselves. 

WHAT TO DO IF YOUR CHILD 

HAS DIFFICULTIES 

If your child has significant diffi-

culty with separation, consider 

staying for a portion of the first 

day or two. Discuss this plan with 

the teacher. As he/she becomes 

more comfortable, make your stay 

shorter, until eventually, you stay 

only long enough to help him/her off 

with his/her coat, greet the 

teacher and say goodbye. Be firm 

about attendance if your child is 

reluctant. 

At the end of the school day, make 

every effort to return when he/she 

expects you to; don’t make him/her 

wait and worry that you’ve forgot-

ten him/her. If your child has spe-

cific worries about school, be reas-

suring and responsive to his/her 

concerns. Ask him/her specific 

questions ― I know that sometimes 

kids are afraid of school because 

they’re not sure where things are, 

or because they have problems with 

school work, or a teacher, or a 

classmate. Is something like that 

bothering you?‖  It often helps to 

admit that you were fearful of 

something at school as a child and 

that many children have similar 

worries. 

Some children may show regression 

in some behaviors, such as clingi-

ness, sleep difficulties, thumb suck-

ing, bed-wetting, and a reluctance 

to go back to school. These behav-

iors should be temporary and will be 

helped by your continuing encour-

agement and positive expectations. 

For some children the beginning of 

every school year may be a little 

bumpy. Change is exciting, but it 

can be scary, too. With your under-

standing, patience, and sometimes a 

needed, but gentle nudge, your child 

should have an exciting and reward-

ing school experience.

What is Influenza? 

Influenza is an infection of the 

lungs and airways caused by various 

strains of influenza virus that cir-

culate throughout the world each 

year.  In North America, influenza 

virus usually affects people be-

tween November and April - our 

―influenza season.‖ 

Complications include pneumonia, 

bronchitis, and croup 

Symptoms appear quickly and in-

clude: fever, chills, aches, cough, 

and fatigue 

Influenza is highly contagious and 

spreads through coughing, sneezing, 

and talking 

Influenza can enter the body 

through the eyes, nose or mouth 

after touching contaminated ob-

jects such as door knobs and used 

tissues 

Many people confuse the symptoms 

of influenza with those of a cold or 

gastroenteritis (―stomach flu‖) but 

they are different diseases.  

How to Prevent Influenza: 

Seasonal influenza protects against 

the three most common strains of 

influenza virus identified by the 

World Health Organization. Sea-

sonal influenza immunization does 

not protect against the new H1N1 

Influenza Virus.  Pandemic (H1N1) 
immunization will be offered follow-
ing the seasonal influenza immuniza-
tion clinics. 

Seasonal influenza vaccine is avail-

able at no charge for all Alberta 

residents over 6 months of age 

(including pregnant women) during 

October or early November. 

The vaccine takes 2 weeks to be-

come effective and lasts for 4 to 6 

months. 

Next to immunization, the most im-

portant way to prevent infection is 

hand washing. Washing hands well 

and often is the most effective way 

to control the spread of germs and 

diseases.  

Other strategies to prevent influ-

enza include keeping hands away 

from the eyes, nose and mouth, dis-

infecting countertops, doorknobs, 

telephones, etc. 

Strengthen your immune system by 

being physically active, eating 

healthy and decreasing stress in 

your life.

It's going to be a scary, but fun 

month.  A couple of dates to 

keep in mind in October are the 

7th, which is National Walk to 

School Day and the week of the 

5th to the 9th, which is Na-

tional Walk to School Week.          

Flexibility, endurance, cardio-

respiratory fitness and 

strength are the core compo-

nents to overall fitness.  The 

activities that help young chil-

dren to     increase their 

strength tend to be simple and 

fun.  Shoulder and grip 

strength can be increased by 

having children play on      play-

ground equipment like the mon-

key bars.  Shoulder and core 

strength can be improved by   

doing something as easy as 

crawling or creeping on the 

hands and feet.  As well, doing 

non-locomotor movements like 

bending and locomotor move-

ments like jumping and hopping 

can both help to increase the 

strength in the large muscles of 

the body.  It takes only 6      

consecutive days of being sed-

entary for a decline to show up 

in a human's fitness level.  En-

courage your child to get out 

and be active every day.  An 

even better strategy is to in-

clude yourself in the activities, 

that way you get the same 

benefits as your child! 

 

 

Raptor Tag:  

Raptor tag is a game that is 

based on the movie Jurassic 

Park and can be played by a large 

or small group of students.  

Choose a small group of students 

who will act out the part of the 

raptors.  Raptors chase the rest 

of the group who are humans, or 

raptor food!  Both raptors and 

humans are allowed to run, or you 

can choose different methods of 

locomotor movement.  When a 

raptor tags a human, the human 

will have to drop down into a dog/

bear walk position of hands and 

feet and become a baby raptor.  

Baby raptors then help the large 

raptors hunt down the humans, 

but they must move in the bear 

walk.  Humans who are tagged by 

the baby raptors will also drop 

down to bear walk.  When all hu-

mans have been tagged, choose 

another group of raptors to start 

the next game.  This simple tag 

game is a fun way for children to 

improve their cardio-respiratory 

fitness, shoulder and hamstring 

strength and their hamstring 

flexibility.  Give it a try and see 

how tired your shoulder will get!
